You may also review this information at https://staterisk.az.gov. 
· Call 1-800-837-8583 within 24 hours to report the injury.  This service is available 24 hours 
a day, 7 days a week to facilitate the reporting of your injury to Risk Management.
· Complete the Yuma County Juvenile Court Employee’s Report of Injury/Illness and return to Juvenile Court Human Resources within 24 hours.

· Tell the doctor you were injured at work and that your worker’s compensation 
carrier is:

The physician should have you complete and sign the top part of the “WORKER’S AND 
PHYSICANS’S REPORT OF INJURY” which is available at all occupational 

medical clinics, emergency rooms and physician’s offices. The physician will 

complete the bottom portion and will mail a copy to the Industrial Commission of Arizona 
(ICA), Risk Management.  Retain your copy and submit a copy to the Juvenile Court 
Human Resources department. 
· Cooperate with your Worker’s Compensation claims adjuster for follow-up communication including completing all additional forms and questionnaire received in the mail.
· Follow the doctor’s recommendations.

· Keep your supervisor advised of your medical and work status.

· Notify Risk Management at 602-542-5218 if your work status changes, including when you will return to work.
