1. CALL TO ORDER:  
Chairman Lt. Darren Simmons called the meeting to order at 0904 hours at the Yuma County Public Health Auditorium, 2200 W. 28th Street, Yuma, Arizona on June 9, 2015.  
2. INTRODUCTION:

3. MINUTES:
Upon motion of Manny Hernandez with second by Greg Ferguson, the minutes of the meeting held June 9, 2015, were approved by the members.
4. CBSN VIDEO: ANIMAS AND SAN JUAN RIVER’S CLOSURE
Presentation was given.
5. ADEQ (ARIZONA DEPARTMETN OF ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY) PRESENTATION: 
Mike Malone, ADEQ, and Yvonne Rodriguez, ADEQ, gave a presentation on the heavy Animas River contamination, which was triggered by work conducted by the EPA on to measure the extent of contamination in the mine.  The impact to Yuma County is nonexistent; however, Lake Powell is being monitored.   
Questions and Answers:
A question was raised as to what the fishery impact would be.  Malone noted that there have been no major fish die outs along the path of contamination.  Malone pointed out that a fish advisory was already in effect for Lake Powel due to high levels of mercury in the fish.  However, fish sampling will still be conducted from August through October to test for any heavy metals in the fish.  Once the sampling data has been compiled, there are plans to make the information available to the public via a website.  
Malone also noted that the Navajo Nation plans to open the San Juan River within the week; however, this statement is the latest from the EPA, not the Navajo Nation.  Additionally, concerns have been expressed in regards to Yuma water and water in Mexico.  It is safe to say that the contamination will not affect waters in Yuma nor in Mexico.       
6. GRANT STATUS:
Badilla stated that the application for the 2015-16 grant was still pending.  Malone noted that with the conversion from DEMA to ADEQ, the process will be delayed.  
7. MEMBERSHIP STATUS
a. Approval of Renewals
There were none at this time.  
b. Introduction of potential members; possible action on Membership Applications
There were none at this time; however, Badilla noted that anybody with interest of becoming a member can email him and must be present at the meeting to approve membership.  
c. Approval of Designated Alternate
There were none at this time.
d. Approval of Resignation
There were none at this time.
8. New Business- Discussion and Possible Action:
a. Discussion and possible action regarding local incidents. 	
There were none at this time
9. Old Business- Discussion and Possible Action:
Badilla noted that the LEPC Emergency Response Plan was updated; however, the transition from DEMA to ADEQ will require additional wording changes.  Consequently, it will be delayed a meeting or two. 
10. Chair Status Report, Chairman Lt. Darren Simmons
Chairman Simmons updated the committee members on the status of the water outage in Citrus City: the issue has been fixed and the water back up and running.  
11. Public Comment or Committee Review of the LEPC Emergency Response Plan
Chairman Simmons reiterated the changes that Badilla mentioned.
12. Good of the Order/Announcements
Barocio informed the committee that YPG would be conducting an exercise; there will be no participation from the community.  On January 23, YPG will be conducting a full scale exercise.  During the exercise, they may be making contact with different agencies via their AdHoc mass notification system.  
Erfert reminded the committee that the Ammonia Safety Days first meeting will be held on Wednesday, August 26, at 11:30 in City Hall’s room 190.
LeBrun handed out a water cooling sites map for Yuma.
Batson informed the committee that the American Red Cross will be scheduling a sheltering class on August 29, which will include training and an exercise in the same day.  More information will come forward via email.
Badilla introduced two new members of his office:  Flora Hatch, Financial assistant; and, Chris Flores, School Liaison.  Badilla noted that Next week he will be conducting a FEMA table top video testing on building search and rescue.  It’s a new program and new software, which is why it is being tested with a small group first.  

Additionally, Badilla noted the upcoming classes:
· Mag 300 – September 22 – 24 – This course is on ERMA and can be scheduled from the website.
· Mag 400 – TBD in November – This course is not yet on ERMA, but will be available within 30 days of the date.  
· AZ Counter Terrorism Information Center Criminal intelligence training at Yuma Police Department – October 13-15 – Open to Public Safety, available for scheduling on ERMA.
· First Responders Gas Awareness Luncheon hosted by Southwest Gas and Yuma County Emergency Management  – October 15.
Hernandez informed the committee that on Saturday, August 15, a semi-truck that caught fire (behind the Walmart on Avenue B) resulting in a leak of approximately 50 gallons of diesel fuel.  The City is still working with vendors to clean up any residue that may have fell into the storm water retention basin.  
Hernandez noted that he just completed a two day RCRA training course at the City of Yuma Public Works and noted other upcoming events.  He asked those interested in attending to please email him:
· September 24 – YESC Meeting, limited seating.  
· October – HAZWOPER (Hazardous Waste Operations and Emergency Response) recertification training; it is an 8 hour class.  
· November – ADEQ Bio Waste Training
· January – Lead Management presented by ADOSH and ADEQ
