Robert Barocio- brought up that YPG is having a September flash flood exercise and an USO active shooter drill. It has not been determined who will participate during these events. 
Cathi Lara, Yuma County Office of Emergency Management reported that CERT training will be held October 14,15, 16th, that Pandemic Tabletop exercise is on August 30th at Yuma County Health Auditorium at 9am, that September is National Preparedness month and they OEM/Public Health Preparedness as well as other organizations will be hosting preparedness events at various locations; Wellton, Foothills, Yuma and San Luis on September 8-11th, 2014 flyers will be sent out accordingly. GAIN event will be on Saturday, October 11th, 2014 at Target parking lot.  
John Hannon- Rural Metro announced that National Association of Pipeline Training at different levels is offering training and he will email Cathi to email committee members.  MAG 775 in Sedona on September 8th and 9th. 

Dustin Fields- Yuma Fire is requesting an updated Emergency resource Manuel that the last one they have in their office is from 2011 and needs to be done. Yuma Fire is having a high school intern to work on it and is seeking assistance with it.  Tony Badilla, Emergency Management Director said that he was looking into getting some NAU interns in the near future that could help Yuma Fire so we would work in collaboration.

Jeff Denman- Household Hazardous Waste was a success. Denman commented that Mark Howard, AZSERC may be of help to citizens’ concern regarding Hazardous Material Transportation DOT placard truck parking in residential neighborhood. 

Bart Howard:  APS nothing to report; Tony Badilla, Emergency Management Director announced that APS   may be having another site visit and he would send out an invite. 

Michael Wagner- Thanked Manny Hernandez for bringing RCRA Hazardous Waste class in Yuma. This class trained individuals how to properly handle and work around hazardous materials. 
Brian Hoon- Thanked Manny Hernandez for bringing HAZWOPER training to Yuma County. 

Cynthia Snyder: American Red Cross very busy with storm response and announced Red Cross training on CPR/AED/First Aid class is being offered.  Anyone interested please call her. 

Tony Badilla-  Announced MAG 400 September 16 and 17th; register through ERMA and Cathi will email committee instructions on use of FEMA website and training and how to register for classes through ERMA. Tony just attended active shooter training in Phoenix through Department of Homeland Security and he recommends anyone going to it. There is online active shooter through FEMA independent study IS 907, active shooter and IS 903, workplace violence.
